Assignment Details 

You are required to complete all assignments - practice and graded - for this course, as well as write the 
midterm and the final exam. In-class assignments must be completed and handed in during the class in 
which they are given. Take-home assignments must be submitted at the beginning of the next class. 

If you miss an in-class assignment, it is your responsibility to arrange with the instructor to write it in 
another class or at another time under the instructor's supervision.

Teaching Methods 

We will be using the following teaching methods that have proven effective for teaching students at BCIT: 

1. Team work. Just as in all courses at BCIT, you will be working in small groups. This will 
allow you to develop the interpersonal skills you need to succeed at BCIT and in the 
workplace. You will also learn more in groups as you teach and support each other. In 
addition, small groups will allow you the opportunity to do a great deal of the talking in 
your language class. 

2. Explaining in your own words. After you watch a video or read about a topic, you may 
be asked to explain or write about that topic in your own words. This will help you make 
English your own language, which you are able to use to express your own goals, 
knowledge and opinions. 

3. Using video and audio tapes to bring the language of the real world into your classroom. 
During this course, you will be hearing from many people, speaking the Engiish they use 
everyday. These people will come to you on video and audio tapes.
